Ponders End knife amnesty

A knife amnestyin has been installed at Ponders End URC. It was supplied by Enfield Council

in collaboration with the local police from a specialist company, Knifesktending is for two

years, initially, and includes secure disposal of any weapons deposited. Knives are destroyed

and are off the street for good. The metal is crushed and 100% of the money raised from this

recycled metal is given directly to Knifes@fa OK2aSy (1YAFS ONARYS OKI

guarantees that the knives cannot end up back on the streets and that the disposal ensures

investment in further anti knife crime initiatives. The bin is located in a position which is not

visible to any CCT8amera, so that weapons can be left anonymously. Enfield has some of the

worst youth violence in London, and Ponders End is situated in a ward predicted to see

increased youth violence.

I have been watching a documentary series recently about the ‘next stage’ of
space exploration, sending people to Mars. One of the scien-
tists being interviewed said their motivation was to discover
whether we are alone in the universe or not. As believers we
know that question has already been answered. Two thou-

sand years ago Jesus came to be Emmanuel, God with us.

In thinking about our Christmas assembly this year | felt the Holy Spirit directing us
to bring a message of hope, something that many are losing, both adults and
children alike. Phrases like ‘the new normal’ sounded catchy in the newspapers,
but lacked any kind of confidence or comfort moving forwards.

l'was reminded of a quote from the well known film ‘The Shawshank Redemptior,

And in our morning prayer meetings we have often been drawn to Romans 5:3-5:
